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The term 'intercultural education' is increasingly present in educational discourse (in planning documents, curricula objectives, seminar titles, and so on) but, as there is not clear consensus about what this term might mean, it can be confusing and leave teachers frustrated as a result. My focus is less on what Intercultural Education might mean and more on what it might mean to be an interculturally-oriented educator. In this seminar, I want to share with you how I approach this objective with the experienced teachers attending my Masters courses at Manchester. These are typically Teachers of English to Speakers of Other Languages (TESOL) and they practice in educational contexts around the world. The course that most directly addresses this intercultural theme is called Language Education as Intercultural Practice and, in this seminar, I want to share with you some of the activities and thinking on which this course is based. The goal here is to stimulate your thinking on the topic itself but also to invite you to think about this as an example of teacher education and to invite your reactions to it.
